Dinosaur Roar, PreK
Pre-K paleontologists set off on a fossil adventure! We’ll
explore what dinosaurs looked like, what they ate, and
even get our hands dirty with a fossil excavation of our
own!

Sea, Sand & Me, PreK
Your students will be amazed as they learn about our
friends in the deep blue sea. Students will have a
chance to explore the different properties of water and
sand and taste the difference between fresh and salt
water.

Animals in Winter, PreK-3rd
How do animals survive during the cold winter
months? Using songs and movement activities, we’ll
learn about animal adaptations for survival when it’s
cold outside and food is scarce.

Fabulous Fossils, K-3

learn how fossils are made and hear about the dino-
saurs that made them. Students will get hands-on
paleontology experience as they dig for real fossils and
excavate a tasty dig site (a chocolate chip cookiel)

Home Sweet Hive, K-3

Students will explore their bodies with interactive ex-
periments and activity stations. While moving from
station to station they will complete our “You’re Sensa-
tional” booklet to help them see how our senses help
our body work.

Learn about the science
of sugar and practice your STEM skills as we work
with counting, pattern making, sorting, building, and
measuring—all using candy!

You can find them in rain forests, the desert, the
snowy tundra, and even your own backyard. Who are
they? They’re owls! Learn all about the adaptations
that make life in different habitats possible. We’ll even
get a chance to find out what they’re eating by dissect-

Locks and Dams: Engineering a Canal, 3-5
